Sara Ruddick in her book Maternal Thinking: Toward a Politics of
Peace speaks of the attentive love of a mother. In summary, Ruddick
says mothers are characterized by attentive love. They have to keep
watching this new life; they have to keep listening and adjusting to
the needs of the child. It is necessary to recognize a new agenda
with the growth of the child. If the mother cannot transform herself
into attentive love, she quite simply cannot be a mother. She has to
learn early on that life is about change, not about theological
absolutes. All growth is about changing and adjusting to what is
needed at this moment by this child. The mother cannot run to
abstract truths. She has to deal with this child, these tears, and this

present moment with this child.

The feminine face of God is helping us see God as Mother
God. Then we will be able to love and trust God in the maternal
AND masculine forms. Who would not love back such an attentively

loving God?
